2. The name, address, phone, fax number and email address of the corresponding author are 

given to facilitate contact regarding your submission. 
 
3. The abstract is set (excluding title and authors) in 12 point Times Roman.  A maximum of 

300 words is allowed.  Do not include headings, tables, equations or references. 
 
4. If possible please submit the abstract electronically to the Abstracts Editor. The abstract 

form can be requested from the Secretary.  Email the abstract in Microsoft WORD format 
to the Abstracts Editor.  The abstract may be mailed to the Abstracts Editor if you do not 
have access to email.
